Objectives of the Classes
The aim of all classes is to present teams with a scenario in which they can demonstrate ingenuity, lateral thinking, and innovation in their systematic approach to the stages of rescue.  

Limited Class

These scenarios will be designed to allow teams to demonstrate:

· initial and/or ongoing skills in vehicle stabilisation

· ingenuity in gaining access to the casualty

· a variety of techniques and tool use

In the limited event, teams will have access to a restricted or ‘limited’ set of tools in addition to the standard set of equipment supplied on each pit.  The additional equipment includes:

· double acting hand or foot operated pump

· double acting combination tool

· double acting medium size ram

· single acting hand operated hydraulic kit complete with all accessories

The host agency will arrange a suitable air supply for the tools.  

Scenario Manager’s Guide: Scenarios will vary in type and presentation to allow for teams to employ a variety of equipment and techniques (e.g. use of air bags, hydraulics or winching).  The scenario should be designed such that significant emphasis on stabilisation is required initially and/or ongoing.  The casualty will only have one point of limb entrapment.  The scenario should be set to allow an efficient team to complete the extrication within the available time.  

Unlimited Class

These scenarios would see stabilisation as not being difficult but the need for the display of technical expertise with equipment use would be a major focus.  

These scenarios will be designed to allow teams to demonstrate:

· vehicle stabilisation skills

· skills in gaining access to the casualty

· a variety of techniques and tool use

In the unlimited event, teams will have access to the standard set of equipment supplied on each pit as well as the following equipment:

· 1 x double acting pump capable of powering two tools simultaneously

· 1 x double acting spreader

· 1 x double acting cutter

· 1 x double acting small ram

· 1 x double acting large ram

Scenario Manager’s Guide: Scenarios will vary in type and presentation, but all will have initial stabilisation requirements.  The scenario should be designed such that significant emphasis on gaining access is required.  Once achieved space making should create the opportunity for recongised disentanglement techniques to be incorporated.  The casualty will have more than one point of entrapment including one lower limb entrapment.  The scenario should be set to allow an efficient team to complete the extrication within the available time.  

Controlled Extrication Class

The aim of the controlled extrication class is to present teams with an opportunity to demonstrate greater efficiency in their performance.  This will be created through a scenario similar to that experienced on the road, in which a bystander is on scene before the rescue team has arrived.  The medical condition of the casualty will deteriorate as the evolution unfolds requiring immediate release.  The Medical Assessor will advise the team medic when this occurs based on the following benchmarks having been achieved:

· all hazards controlled, and

· vehicle stabilisation completed using a minimum of 4 points, and

· the team medic has gained access to the casualty and is inside the vehicle, and

· the C spine has been immobilised; or

· a predetermined time has elapsed

In the controlled extrication event, teams will have access to the standard set of equipment supplied on each pit as well as the following equipment:

· 1 x double acting pump capable of powering three tools simultaneously

· a choice of three of the following tools:

· 1 x double acting spreader

· 1 x double acting cutter

· 1 x double acting combination tool

· 1 x double acting large ram

Scenario Manager’s Guide: Each team will be given a scenario of similar complexity and will be staged using a single vehicle with a live occupant and a prop (other vehicle or object).  The scenario will be presented to reflect reasonable access, require space making and material relocation in order to complete the immediate release.  

The scenario concept is to present a vehicle with minimal damage and reasonable access; however doors must be locked.  Vehicles may be presented in any orientation (on wheels, side, roof) to allow teams to carry out a minimum of 4-point stabilisation and then insert the medic.  
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
