4. Deputise for the President as required by attending meetings, making presentations etc. 

5. Develop a knowledge and understanding of the administration of road rescue within 
Australasia to support the Executive Committee. 

6. Assist in the drafting and review of policy statements and procedural instructions prior to their 
addition to the website and manual. 

7. In consultation with Challenge Management Teams Audio/Visual members, oversee and 
provide leadership towards the promotion of ARRO via social media ensuring that ARRO’s 
approaches and information circulated meets the membership expectations. 

8. Consider and table strategies to the Executive that would expand ARRO’s membership base 
particularly into Australasian Ambulance agencies, private providers and the South Asia region. 

9. Chair any one-off workshops hosted by ARRO, e.g. Extended Technical Discussions
